
 

 

      
                 

     We are so glad you are a part of our 31st Annual Nutcracker. Below is the schedule for both Nutty and Nutcracker. You must know which show you are in and also 
know that some dancers are in both. Please highlight the times you will need to be there.  If in doubt, please ask! ALL Tech Rehearsals beginning SUNDAY, 
NOVEMBER 21ST ARE MANDATORY! There will be no refund of ticket money or participation fee for those who must be removed from the show for missing a rehearsal 
that week. Because of these difficult Covid times, if your dancer must be quarantined, we will do our best to help you sell your tickets as there are many people who want 
more tickets. There are many differences between this professional production and a recital. You received an email with a Nutcracker packet that you were to print and 
take to one of the two PARENT ZOOM MEETINGS which will explain everything you need to know. These meetings will be held Saturday, Nov. 13th and Saturday,  
Nov. 20th. Please read the entire packet to make sure you and your child have a positive and organized experience.  Organization is key to our success!   
 

1. During this last month, get plenty of rest, eat healthy, drink lots of water and stay home if you suspect you have Covid.  
2. LBT and LBT2 will check in and check out each day at the Dock doors including the performances. You must sign in and out when you leave.  
3. All other cast members are to be checked in at the check in station in the lobby. Parents will drop your child off and leave. You will return to pick them up at the 

end of their rehearsal at the check in station where you drop them off. We have done our best to list the approximate pickup times for the different scenes. 
Unfortunately, parents are not allowed to watch in the theater during the rehearsals with the following exceptions: Room Moms will attend all rehearsals with 
their group. Parents of Angels and Cherubs need to come in and sit in the audience with them during their rehearsals because these younger children need 
more supervision. However, we will allow one parent for each cast member to watch the dress rehearsals your child is in provided you are wearing a mask. In 
order to keep our children as safe as possible during rehearsals, all backstage crew, volunteers and faculty will wear masks backstage and in dressing areas.  
Dancers will not be required to wear a mask backstage, but it is always optional. 

Sunday – Nov. 21 –  Rehearsal at Theatre!  (Theatre Hours: 10:00 am to 10:00 pm) Crew needed at warehouse and for load in earlier today.   

1:45 pm – Party Scene ALL Check in – start with Aisles part 
2:00 pm to 4:00 pm – Party Scene Rehearsal  
3:45 pm – Battle Scene Check in – Room Moms to put on Mouse bodies and Soldier Hats in the auditorium 
4:00 pm to 5:30 pm – Battle Scene Rehearsal 
4:30 pm to 5:15 pm – Class for those in Snow at Theatre. Bring a mat as we are not sure where we will have class (LOCH)  
5:30 pm to 6:30 pm – Snow Scene ALL. No pointe shoes. Clara, Prince, Snow Angel and Sleigh Attendants needed 
6:30 pm to 7:00 pm – Polichinelles (Little Polly to come every time Polichinelles need to be there) 
7:00 pm to 8:30 pm – Run Act 2 – NO ANGEL SCENE TODAY! Polichinelles, Sleigh, Bakers may leave after Prologue  
8:30 pm to 9:30 pm – Snow Pas for both Regular and Nutty. Clara and Prince and needed.  
 

Monday – Nov. 22 –  Rehearsal at the Theatre!  (Theatre Hours: 10:30 am to 10:30 pm) 

2:30 pm to 3:30 pm – Class AT THE STUDIO for all those in LBT, LBT 2 and pointe roles (LOCH)  
4:00 pm to 5:00 pm – Run Snow for Regular and Nutty (Snow Angel, Energizer Bunny, Clara, Prince, Sleigh needed) (LOCH) 
4:45 pm to 6:00 pm – Run ALL Angel Scene – Parents of Angels/Cherubs need to come in and sit with their child in the audience and wait 
during regular rehearsals. (WATERS)  
6:15 pm to 7:15 pm – ROOM MOM MEETING! Meet Ms. Carla in the lobby of the theater. All Room Moms must attend. 
6:00 pm to 7:15 pm – Run Regular Act 2 – ALL except Angels who will be done at 6:00 pm  
7:00 pm to 8:15 pm – Run Regular Battle Scene (put on Mouse bodies and Soldier hats at 7:00 pm) 
8:00 pm to 9:15 pm – Run Regular Party Scene (get presents and be ready for aisles right at 8:15 pm) 
9:00 pm to 10:15 pm – Run Nutty Battle. Make sure to be picked up promptly as we must be out by 10:30 pm  
 

Tuesday – Nov. 23 –  Rehearsal at the Theatre! (Theatre Hours: 10:30 am to 10:30 pm) 

1:30 pm to 2:30 pm – Class AT THE STUDIO for all those in LBT, LBT 2, Men and pointe roles (WATERS)  
3:00 pm to 4:00 pm – Run Nutty Act 2 – “Angel Dads” will rehearse at another time TBD 
4:00 pm to 5:00 pm – Run Regular Act 2 (Angels to come at 4:45 pm) 
4:45 pm to 6:00 pm – Run ALL Angel Scene – Parents of Angels and Cherubs need to come in and sit with their child in the audience and 
wait during regular rehearsals (WATERS)  
6:00 pm to 7:30 pm – Run Regular Party and Battle  
7:30 pm to 8:00 pm – Run Regular Snow Scene with Snow Angel, Sleigh, and Clara and Prince 
8:00 pm to 10:00 pm – Run Nutty Act 1 with no Snow Scene. Party will be dismissed at approximately 9:15 pm 
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Wednesday – Nov. 24 –  NUTTY and NUTCRACKER DRESS REHEARSALS! (Theatre Hours: 9:00 am to 5:30 pm)  

9:30 am Check in for those in Class. LBT, LBT2, Men and pointe roles. Class onstage from 9:45 am to 10:45 am (LOCH) 
10:15 am Check in for those in NUTTY ACT 1. If you are a Nutty Party person, please come already dressed in your costume.  
11:00 am Check in for those in NUTTY ACT 2 ONLY. 
11:00 am to 1:00 pm NUTTY DRESS REHEARSAL. Dancers may leave when your part is done and return later for Regular Dress 
Rehearsal. Dancers only in Act 1 will be done at approximately Noon; and Bakers will be done at approximately 12:30, but both must 
return for Regular Dress Rehearsal Call times. Bows will be rehearsed at the end. Only Diverts and leads are in the bows.  
1:00 pm to 2:15 pm LUNCH for ALL!!!!  
2:15 pm Check in for those in REGULAR NUTCRACKER ACT 1. 
2:45 pm Check in for Angels, Cherubs and Bakers. 
3:00 pm to 5:15 pm REGULAR NUTCRACKER DRESS REHEARSAL! Dancers will be dismissed when they are done with their part today 
unless you are in the bows at the end. Bows will be rehearsed at the end. Only Diverts and leads are in the bow.  
 

One Parent of each dancer MAY watch dress rehearsal and dancers may leave when their part(s) are done! Parents are not allowed 
backstage unless you are a Room Mom. Party and Battle will be done by 4:00 pm; and Cherubs, Angels, Sleigh Attendants will be done 
around 4:30 pm. Bakers will be done around 4:45 pm. Dancers will be dismissed at the check-in table in the lobby.

6:00 pm to 6:15 pm Check in for those in Act 1 (includes Snow Angel) Notes at 7pm for Party and Battle. 
7:00 pm Check in for those only in Act 2 (Angels, Cherubs and Bakers)  
7:30 pm SHOW BEGINS!  
 *Dancers who are not in Act 2 may be picked up at intermission. Dancers will be supervised until the end of the show, so if parents have a ticket to the show, they may 
wait to pick up their dancer at the end of the show.

1:30 pm Check in for those only in Act 2 (Angels, Cherubs and Bakers) 
2:00 pm SHOW BEGINS  
*Dancers who are not in Act 2 may be picked up at intermission. Dancers will be supervised until the end of the show, so if parents have a ticket to the show, they may 
wait to pick up their dancer at the end of the show.  No one may be picked up during an Act. Checking out a child will only be done at intermission or the end of the show.
